How to Enable Gmail's New Security Firewall to
Allow Email Alerts

As of the new Spring 2015 update to Google Gmail security, Gmail no longer allows your Gmail
account to receive SMTP email snapshots from your DVR or NVR.

When you setup email alerts using the SMTP server and send a test email, Gmail may prevent that
email from being sent and you will receive an email from Google that looks like this:

2. Scroll down to the bottom of the list of emails in your inbox until you see “Details” Click “Details”
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3. Scroll down on the details page until you see “Alert preference”. In this section, select “Never
show an alert for unusual activity” then click “Apply”
